To address what potentially
could have been a $90,000 shortfall at year end the church took some drastic measures and
made a special appealto all of you.

Unfortunately only 50% of our Annual Conference Apportionment is unwritten by this budget.

Common Grounds Outreach Center

The Outreach Center was a brainchild of Father John McDonough (St. Agnes Parish). Father
John shared that dream with Pastor Barry. September 2007 together, St. Agnes and Morris
Memorial opened Common Grounds Outreach Center located at 6600 MacCorkle Ave.
Kanawha City. September 2008 Village Chapel Presbyterian Church joined our ministry. All
three pastors and congregations feel blessed to have very giving individuals that work
together for the good of the community and those in need.

This has proven to be a much-needed service in our local community. It would not be
possible without the support of each of you who add a few extra items to your grocery cart
each week and your financial support.

Common Grounds is an emergency center that helps once a month with a 3-day supply of
food and provide help with a utility once every 6 months to families in need. In 2009, we

have decided to adopt the policy of other agencies in the valley and provide utility help once
per year. In 2008, 445 households were served. 109 Thanksgiving boxes and 110 Christmas
boxes were distributed. 270 families were given utility assistance.

Financial Assistance has been received from monthly collections
from St. Agnes, Morris Memorial, Village Chapel and the Wilson
Trust Fund.

Food for the pantry has been provided by:
