PASTOR’S DESK: 

 

Greetings as we begin a 

new year together in 

Christ!  New years 

always bring with them 

the sense of a new start 

with new opportunities.  

On the other hand, for 

most of us nothing has really changed in our 

situation from the previous year.  Our jobs, 

homes, families, etc. are the same as they were 

on December 31; for good or for bad.  The 

thing that new years remind us of is the 

marvelous reality of choice.  Although many 

things in our lives are not easily changed, nor 

would we even want to change them, how we 

live in our situations is up to us. 

 

One of my favorite passages in the Bible is 

found in Deuteronomy 30:15-20.  God through 

Moses says to the gathered people of Israel just 

before they are to enter the Promises Land, 

See, I have set before you today life and 

prosperity, death and adversity.  If you obey the 

commandments of the Lord your God that I am 

commanding you today, by loving the Lord 

your God, walking in his ways, and observing 

his commandments, decrees, and ordinances, 

then you shall live and become numerous, and 

the Lord your God will bless you in the land 

that you are entering to possess.  But if your 

heart turns away and you do not hear, but are 

led astray to bow down to other gods and serve 

them, I declare to you today that you shall 

perish; you shall not live long in the land that 

you are crossing the Jordan to enter and 

possess.  I call heaven and earth to witness 

against you today that I have set before you life 

and death, blessings and curses.  Choose life 

that you and your descendants may live, 

loving the Lord your God, obeying him, and 

holding fast to him; for that means life to you 
and length of days, so that you may live in the 

land that the Lord swore to give to your 

ancestors, to Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob. 

 

The promises of God are absolute, but often our 

ability to receive them is dependent upon our 

choices.  God’s promises exist within God’s 

will and purposes and within God’s calling for 

our lives.  It really matters how we choose to 

live.  Jesus taught us that real life is found in 

lives that show forth God’s love and care for 

others.  He taught that real life seeks God’s 

Kingdom before anything else and that those 

who do that discover abundant life.  He taught 

us that we are to follow him no matter where 

that leads and that he will always have us in the 

right places at the right time.   

 

So often we choose our own paths first and 

wonder why our lives seem so empty and 

meaningless.  Hear God speaking again through 

Moses: “Choose life…loving the Lord your 

God, obeying him, and holding fast to him; for 

that means life to you”!  This year can be a 

new start as we put Christ first in our lives!!
