Celebrate the Resurrection, the Ascension, and Pentecost

We have not yet finished celebrating the resurrection of Jesus or learning about the
significance of His victory over death. Pastor Mark’s series of sermons on the
resurrection will continue through May 6. On April 29 and May 6 we will be hearing
more from 1 Corinthians and the book of John.

Our sermon topic on April 29 will be “Not Just More of the Same.” Pastor Mark
will be helping us to understand that the resurrection of the body does not mean that
when we are raised from the dead we will still have the same old body with the same
old aches and pains. In order to prepare for worship on April 29, you are invited to
read 1 Corinthians 15:35-49 and John 20:19-23.

Pastor Mark’s sermon on May 6 will be titled, “Where, O Death Is Your Victory?”
This sermon will be based on St. Paul’s triumphant words about resurrection from 1
Corinthians 15:47-57. We will also be reading John 21:1-14. We will celebrate the Lord’s
Supper not just as a reminder of Christ’s death but also as a celebration of His
resurrection.

May 13 will be the final Sunday in Eastertide. It will also be Ascension Sunday and
Mother’s Day. Pastor Mark will be preaching about “The Family of Jesus.” In order to
prepare for our services on that day you are invited to read Matthew 12:46-50 and Acts
1:3-14.

On May 20 we will be celebrating Pentecost. Our scripture readings will be
Matthew 28:16-20 and Acts 2:1-21. Our topic will be “The Power to Make Disciples.”
You are invited to contribute to our celebration of Pentecost by placing one or more
candles on the altar table and by wearing red to church. Pastor Steve will be preaching
on May 27.

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COMMON GROUNDS NEWS AND NEEDS

As you may be aware, Common Grounds is operated by volunteers from our three
sponsoring churches. No one is paid a salary. We are supported mainly by our churches,
our church families, and some generous community churches and groups. At times we
will have donations honoring someone or in memory of someone special to the donor. It
takes volunteers doing different kinds of work to make our outreach mission operate for
the benefit of the community and our needy neighbors. One of the special volunteer
groups from our church takes responsibility for picking up breads and pastries from
Panera Bread at Town Center. Panera Bread donates the baked goods that are left over
from Wednesdays and our people pick those up on Thursday mornings and deliver them
to Common Grounds before we open that day. Other volunteers take those donated
baked goods and b ag them up for our families who come to Common Grounds. Families
can then choose if they want two breads or a bread and a sweet. Any baked goods that
are left over are taken to Union Mission so that none of it goes to waste.

Our Panera Bread Ministry is headed up so capably by Mary Townson. Every two months

she makes up and distributes the Panera Bread Pick-up Schedule. Basically every

volunteer couple (it does not need to be a couple) will be scheduled to pick up the

baked goods every two months. If the scheduled pick-up date is not convenient for

them, they can switch weeks with other volunt

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Medical Mission trip to Mexico

Helloto my church f ami | y . I f 1 tds springtime, itd:
wife and I. We plan to travel to Mexico the first week in July for another eye mission
trip.

Gloriann and | have formed a bond with a Canadian who is living in southern
Mexico, in the state of Chiapas. Dan Copeland is a fulltime medical missionary who
works with local health officials to prepare for our coming each summer. We will be
part of a team of about 20 from the US and Canada and about a dozen from Mexico.
We will have an eye clinic in which we will examine about 100 patients a day and give
most of them donated glasses. We will
also work in a local hospital where we
should do about 30 cataract surgeries a
day for a week.

Dan has encouraged the surgeons s
from the US who come on the project to e
bring some nurses with them, and right -
now | have a firm commitment from one
nurse and a possible participation from &N“S | N
two others. The project costs about
$ 2,200 for each participant, and | am
hoping that my church family will
consider supporting this project by
raising money to help pay a portion of the expenses for these nurses. Our projects can
also use some additional contributions to help buy supplies. We receive donations from

surgical supply companies but never get all we need and have to buy more before we
travel.

| will therefore be asking you to give contributions for this mission trip during
church services in May. You may put the contributions in the offering plate and just
mark on your check or the envelope that it is to be used for the Caudill mission trip.

This will be my 21% trip, and each of them has been a blessing. We are able to
help many people who are blinded by cataracts and unable to afford the surgery to
restore their vision. The group we work with, Medical Ministry International, serves to
meet both the medical and spiritual needs of poor people in several countries around
the world. Everyone who attends our clinic is told we are there because of our
commitment to serving Christ, and they are given the Gospel message from pastors who
go on the projects with us.

We will be celebrating the Christian festival of Pentecost at Morris Memorial on May 20. For the
Jewish people of the New Testament era Pentecost was a harvest festival and a celebration of the
giving of God’s Law (the Ten Commandments). It was on this festival day that Jews from all over the
eastern Mediterranean world were gathered in Jerusalem when the Holy Spirit came upon the
believers in Christ and the power of God was manifested in mighty ways.

In Old Testament times, the Holy Spirit had been known to come
upon individual leaders for a time to help them to bring God’s people
through times of crisis. For the Holy Spirit to come upon a large group
of believers at one time—and to remain with them—was a new thing.
This event is considered the beginning of the Christian Church.

In Christian tradition fire and the color red are associated with
Pentecost. You are invited to contribute to our celebration at either

morning service on May 20 by placing one or more candles on the altar
table and by wearing red.

You are also invited to join us for a Pentecost Power Party in the
evening at 6:00 p.m. We will have grilled hot dogs with all of the
fixings. You are invited to bring red food to share (such as tomatoes,

watermelon or red velvet cake) or any other food which you happen to like even if it is not red. You
are also invited to bring a favorite board game.

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Morris Memorial Celebratesthe Birthday of the U.M. Church

The organizing General Conference of the United Methodist Church was held the last week
of April and the first week of May of 1968 in Dallas, Texas. Our denomination was formed by the
uniting of the Methodist Church and the Evangelical United Brethren Church. We at Morris
Memorial will celebrate the fiftieth birthday of the United Methodist Church on the evening of
Sunday, April 29. We have invited the people of other United Methodist churches in the area to join
us for our celebration.

We will begin in the sanctuary at 4:00 p.m. with a brief review of the origins of each of the
two Christian groups which came together in 1968. We will then hold a camp meeting style service.
We will sing the song “Methodist Pie” and some other songs from camp meeting days. Our speaker
will be the Rev. Herman Jones. Pastor Jones serves St. Paul’s United Methodist Church in Ansted.
He was at one time a member of Morris Memorial, and he was recommended for the ministry by
Morris Memorial. Following the service, we will move to the gymnasium to dine on Methodist Pie.
If you were to google Methodist Pie you would find a recipe for pecan pie. This is not the kind of
Methodist Pie that we are talking about. We are going back farther in history, to the days when
different families brought different food items to the camp meeting and dumped them all into one big
pot pie. You are invited to contribute something for the Methodist Pie. Dave McPhail will add gravy
and a crust. Dave says it would be most helpful if you bring your items to the kitchen on Sunday
morning. Any or all of the following would be helpful:

Diced ham (pre-cooked or canned)

Diced chicken (pre-cooked or canned)

Diced turkey (pre-cooked or canned)

Chopped or diced carrots (canned, frozen or fresh)
Limas (canned)

Cut green beans (canned or frozen)

Following dinner, anyone who would like to learn a bit more about the history of the United
Methodist Church is invited to the conference room for a power point presentation by Pastor Mark.
If history is not your thing, you need not stay. The origins of Methodism date to Charles Wesley’s
1729 formation of a student group at Oxford University. The first official Methodist missionaries to
America arrived on our shores in 1769, although laypersons who had immigrated from England and
Ireland had already started Methodist societies in Maryland and New York by that time. The
Methodist Episcopal Church was officially organized in 1784. Although Methodism began in a
group of university students in England, it spread rapidly in America as a revival movement.

In the meantime, two German-speaking leaders, German Reformed pastor Philip William
Otterbein and Mennonite preacher Martin Boehm, met in 1767 at a great evangelistic meeting at a
barn near Lancaster, Pa. (Isaac Long’s barn is still there, and it is still a working barn. Pastor Mark
has seen it, and he has pictures.) Over time, the collaboration between Otterbein and Boehm resulted
in the formation of the United Brethren in Christ.

Another German-speaking Christian leader, Jacob Albright, who came from a Lutheran
background, first became a Methodist and then launched his own movement to better reach his
German-speaking neighbors for Christ. This movement became the Evangelical Church. Both the
United Brethren in Christ and the Evangelical Church began as revival movements. Through a series
of church unions, the Methodist Episcopal Church, the United Brethren in Christ, and the Evangelical
Church eventually became the United Methodist Church.
